The meeting was called to discuss the distribution of checkssto customers
of the Smiths Grove Water Company during August-Sepkember 1970« At that time
the water system was polluted by whey which was dumped on the Willis Sledge
farm near Hays by Swift and Company, a circumstance which resulted in court
action being instituted against the polluters by the Boarde

Mre Harlan presented the settlement checks of $8,59965 to the water
company and $8,599466 to be divided among the users of the water supply at the
time it was pollutede This latter check is to be divided between 331 users
(825098 to each)e

The settlement of the suit was set at $30,00000 and Mre Harlan gave tha
following breakdown of where that money has gone and will go:

2,293409 Other expenses (tests, etces)

The City Clerk and Mre Harlan's assistant are to work together in the
